a popular website showed that people often do the easy thing. It found that 16% took a
first name as a password.

5% of the stolen passwords were names of television shows
or stars popular with young people. 3% of the passwords expressed feelings like “I don’t
care,” “Whatever,” “Iloveyou,” or their opposite, “Ihateyou. ”.
