(1)When was he born, do you know?  He was born in June, 1985.

(2)Where was he born? He was born in Maryland, the U.S.A.

(3)When were you born?  I was born in June, 1985.

Step 1  Review 

T: Good morning, boys and girls. Firstly, I’ll ask you a question.

T: Good. There are twelve months in a year. Do you know how to spell and read the names of months? Today we will learn the names of the months in Section A, Topic 1, Unit 7.
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Step 2  Presentation 
1. T: Please open your books, turn to page 53, look at 1b. Let’s learn the names of months. Let’s listen to 1b, firstly.

They are short forms.

May doesn’t have short form, and the short form of September has four letters.

When you remember the names of months, please pay attention to January and February, June and July, September、October、November and December。

2. T: Well, we have learnt the names of months. Do you know how to say years in English? Firstly, let’s learn the new word, thousand.

You can say: 

a/one thousand   1000

two thousand    2000  three thousand  3000 and so on.

But you can’t say:

 two thousands (×)   three thousands (×)  and so on.
T: Well, turn to page 54, please. Let’s go to 3a, let’s read these years.
