1o build his own computer. When Jobs saw what Woz had done, he could imagine that people
would need it very much.

Together,they set up a company called Apple. Apple Computer became a big success, and
this made Jobs a rich man. Unfortunately, Jobss personality (%) made him very dificul to
work with. He left Apple to set up another company. Soon, Apple started to do badly. Jobs
retumed to Apple and helped make the company successful again.
