Alice is 15 and she is a guide
who shows visitors around the Fort (%) Delaware Museum in New York. “This year, I spun
wool (4i%:4) on a spinning wheel.

Fort Delaware is a living-history museum that shows how life was in frontier (A% #4[X)
America in the mid-1700s. “Reading about history can’t compare to experiencing it for yourself,”
says Alice.

‘The experience begins as soon as visitors enter the fort. The smell of wood smoke fills the air.
